PhD position on impression formation and learning 


Topic: The PhD position is part of a 7-year Methusalem research project on relational thinking and behavior. Supervision will be handled by Jan De Houwer and Marine Rougier. The specific aim of the PhD research will be to create bridges between impression formation (e.g., stereotyping, halo effect, spontaneous trait inference and transference) and learning effects (e.g., evaluative conditioning). The successful candidate will explore how impression formation depends on pre-experimental and lab-induced learning. 
 
Working terms: The PhD position is fully funded and extends over a period of 4 years. Starting salary will be in the range of 2600 euro per month after taxes (depending on the family situation). The main assignment of the PhD candidates is to conduct and publish research related to the topics of the project and to complete a PhD thesis. Teaching and administration load will be minimal. Candidates should have a Master degree in (cognitive, social, or learning) psychology. They should have experience in conducting experimental research, preferably on topics related to the project. 

Starting date: The preferred starting date is September 1st 2025 or October 1st 2025. 
 
Working environment: The LIP-lab currently consists of 11 members from various countries (Belgium, Ireland, France, China, Mexico) including two full professors, one part-time professor, and three postdoctoral researchers (for more info, see https://liplab.be/). The lab has an excellent track record in supervising PhD students, several of whom went on to have successful research careers. The lab has strong ties with other leading labs worldwide. It thus offers a highly stimulating research environment with excellent research facilities, funding, and opportunities for postdoctoral research positions.
